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Winter is finally here!  Now that we have some chilly days, you might be looking for a fun indoor activity.  Recently, I started liking puzzles.  If you are ever in search of a fun and challenging puzzle and are in the Jordan, MN area, check out Jim’s Apple Farm.  It calls itself Minnesota’s largest candy and puzzle store. (If anyone knows of a great SD puzzle shop, let me know!)  The largest puzzle they have is over 18,000 pieces.  That’s a big puzzle.  For some perspective, the puzzle we got my mother-in-law for Christmas was 6,000 pieces.  That puzzle is longer than I am tall.  If a 6,000 piece puzzle is over 5 feet long, can you imagine how big an 18,000 piece one is?   Now, the thing with all puzzles (even those that are 100-1000 pieces) is that the pieces can be tricky sometimes, especially when the pieces and the picture do not seem to go together.  There was once a family who really liked putting puzzles together.  They built themselves up to being able to put together more difficult puzzles, and one day the father 
brought out a 2,000 piece puzzle.  The family started in on the puzzle, but after an hour they were frustrated to the point of wanting to quit.  They just could not get the puzzle started.  It was then they realized the box top of that puzzle had been switched, and they were looking at the wrong picture.  
Sometimes we all feel that way, like we are a Cinderella puzzle in an ocean puzzle box.  What people see about us, and even what we see about us, does not match up to what is really in the box.  When we try to live our lives trying to fit the standards the world places on us, rather than the standards God gives us, we can get lost or frustrated.  There are times when the pieces of our life don’t seem to match up, like the wrong pieces of a puzzle not fitting together.   Don’t try to force the wrong pieces together.  Take a deep breath, step away for a bit, and then go back it a little later.  That will give you a chance to clear your head and gain a little more perspective before you try to find the piece that fits.  Some pieces are darker, some are lighter, some easy to put together and some a challenge.  They all end up fitting together to make a beautiful picture.

Remember, God created each of us to have our own unique puzzle box.  Be proud of that box, the picture, and all the pieces inside.
